Through this visit, students will gain insight into problem solving and working in 

teams, as well as implement many of the Natural Math Strategies they have 

learnt into real life situations .  There will be a range of stations set up for the 

students to participate in, with students working in groups of 3 -4, which w ill 

allow for maximum participation and engagement.  

 

Students work through the activities at their own pace, then at the conclusion 

of the session, the presenter will discuss the activities with the students.  

Students will have the opportunity to show how  they achieved their possible 

outcomes / answers in front of the other students.

This week the whole school hosted a very special guest, mathematician, Ms. Ann Baker. Ann has 

been to the school on many occasions to challenge staff pedagogy and professional thinking. 

Stella and I attended one of her conferences before school resumed to up skill in this area. Her                 

understanding and passion for ‘Natural Maths’ is evident and in our room, we have been using 

new vocabulary, mental routines, problematized situations and strategies.  Both Stella and I are             

encouraged by the grasp of language and maths concepts students have been able to use 

alread y. Much work was undertaken by M iss Bailey and Mrs Da vid that we can now build on.  

 

To start the year our focus has been on number, place value and large problems focused around 

a pool training session and my farm! Students were demonstrating strategies such as chunking,     

counting on, skip counting, readi ng and using numerals to 10,000 and much more. Ask them to 

play the traffic light game with you...they beat me in 4 steps today!!!  

Science and Chrome Book Research  
This week the Year 4 students enjoyed     

researching amphibians and life cycles of 

living things. The Chrome Book devices 

were used too google information quickly 

to write onto record sheets.  The students    

enjoyed havi ng instant internet at their 

fingertips.  

 

The Year 3’s were asked to group living 

things according to different categories. 

The Chrome devices were a good tool to 

check on unknown aspects of the task.  

We are learning how to use digital 

literacies and the chrome devi ces in a 

collaborative, inquiry situation. Scientists 

and               mathematicians need to 

investigate,         research, compare and 

discuss thinking’s and findings. The chrome 

devices are       assisting to access 

necessary information for  them to do this.  
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NPPS/White Ribbon Respect bands Update  
 

The NPPS/White Ribbon Respect Bands program continues to gain momentum in 2018. The aim of this program 

is to create a school culture of respecting yourself, one another, staff and parents as well as the wider school 

and Millicent community. This program i s based upon the School’s values of Pride, Integrity and Resilience as well 

as the underlying values of respect towards each other of the White Ribbon program. It is great to see students 

from across each year level taking hold of this initiative and embra ce it within their own lives as well as within the 

culture of the School.  

 

It has been very satisfying to see students receive their Respect Bands and to see 

them progress to a different level each time. It is also encouraging to see students 

take hold o f this program, change their thinking, attitude and choices based on the 

idea of respect for one another ; as well as ch oosing to respect their peers and their 

teachers . It is great to see the students embrace the concept of respect and to 

start to change t he culture of this School to embrace the values of White Ribbon 

and the values upheld by this School. It is very rewarding to see students wearing 

their Respect Bands at School and taking  pride in the fact they have one , whilst 

continuing  to progress throu gh each level.  

 

As part of the program, once a student reaches a Level 5 

achievement, they become a Respect Band Achiever and 

they get to keep their Respect Band for the rest of their lives. 

We recently had three students become our first ever Respect 

Ach ievers: Stella Davis, Becky Davis and Tamika Long. We 

have more students who are either on Level 3 or 4 and are 

very close to becoming a Respect Achiever themselves. Once a student receives 5 

Respect Achiever bands, their name is put up on the Honour  Roll outside the main building. 

I think we will c ertainly achieve that this year!  

 

Can I encourage students, staff and parents to continue to have those conversations at 

home, in the classrooms, in the school yard and in the wider community so that this initiat ive 

continues to expand, grow and blossom and become a foundational message within the 

context of Newbery Park Primary School as well as the Millicent community. Can I also 

encourage the students to continue to wear their Respect Bands when they’re at School, but also perhaps when 

you’re out in the community?  White Ribbon is a very important message, but equally important is our respect for 

one another, no matter who we are. A community can only change when people embrace change and start 

the change themsel ves.
