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In this newsletter the language which we are sharing with you includes:

Learning Intentions:
What is the purpose of the lesson or activity? The learning intention describes what the student should
know, understand and be able to do as a result of their learning.

Success Criteria:
Tells the student in language that they understand what they need to do to achieve in the lesson,
activity or task.

Learning Goals:

These come from student assessments and should be more than just about a level. They encompass a
specific skill or knowledge that the student needs to work on. Ask your child what strateg ies (things)
they need to do to achieve their learning goals; you may be able to help out at home. The more that

we are all consistent at school and home, the greater chance your child will have of success.

Student Attendance and SMS service

From time to time students will have time off school for varying reasons. Irrespective of the reason, it is

important to inform the school as to why your child is away. Students who are away unexplained will

receive an SMS on the day, reminding them to inform the schoo | of why their child is away. Families, if

they choose can then respond to the school via SMS, a phone call or a note to the school is also

acceptable. If you know that your child is going to be away families may also choose to SMS the school

rather thanw aitforareminder. Every day at school counts, a day off
is an example which can lead to your child falling behind in their learning. Families with children away

for 5 consecutive days or longer are asked to see the front o ffice staff for an exemption form. This is

usually done for absences incurred for family holidays or specific family circumstances. Please check

with the front office to make sure that the school h
attendan ce goal is to have every student attend school 93% of the time or higher.
